At the last Troop Committee meeting, we discussed and agreed that the relaxed dress code of late has become too relaxed.   Some scouts have been showing up in athletic clothing, torn jeans flip flops and open toed sandals. Although we have decided not to enforce the formal uniform, we do want the boys to take this more seriously and dress appropriately for scouting. Therefore, it is our policy that the appropriate dress attire for meetings and scout functions shall be: 
BSA hat (optional) no other hats allowed
Scout Shirt (clean and ironed) with current rank and patches. Shirts will be tucked in at all times.
Troop Neckerchief or Bola Tie
Merit Badge Sash (formal event and Board of Review)
Scout Belt (High Adventure Belt is acceptable)
Blue Jeans (clean, no rips or tears). All pants will be worn at waist level and in no case below the hips.
Dockers style pants (khaki olive green)
Cargo style shorts (khaki or olive green)
Dark socks 
Close Toe Shoes.

Our new policy goes into effect Wednesday October, 12th .   If your scout comes to this meeting out of uniform, he will be counseled by a leader on the dress code.  If the deficiency happens again, you will be called to pick-up your scout as he will not be allowed to participate in any activities that evening.
